It was then that I feel the Lord Jesus led me here to 
Breaking Free. 
 I graduated the program in 2007 and would like to testify what has 
happened in my life since then.  My relationship with my family has been 
completely restored. They dropped me off here three years ago with no hope 
for my future. Today, they can be proud of the choices that I have made. I 
recently was able to finish up my Associates of Arts Degree in Biblical Stud-
ies through the correspondence courses that are offered on campus at Break-
ing Free through Revelation Message Bible College. I am pursuing my life 
long dream and love for horticulture by running the on-site nursery. I have 
been given the opportunity to spend time with men suffering through the 
same hurt that I had previously felt and can in return pour the same love into 
them that was poured into me. I can truly say that God has restored my life, 
my family, and my mind. I know that God has a plan for my life. I am so 
thankful to Him for bringing me here and for allowing me to find the pur-
pose that He has for me. I want to thank all of you that make it possible 
through your prayers,

Family Testimony– The Mason’s 
 
When most people think of substance abuse and treatment centers, a place  
like Breaking Free does not fit the model. There is a general fear addicts  
can't be trusted, and because of their drug abuse history should be locked  
up in jail or prison, or at least be in a confined facility with constant  
supervision. Instead Breaking Free in Davisboro GA offers open spaces,  
dormitory type accommodations that rival some small college campuses, a  
staff that has personally experienced the pain of addiction and is now  
dedicated to helping others, and a leadership team led by Scott Mormon that  
is dedicated to develop devoted followers of Jesus Christ who have free  
will, and have conquered their addiction. It is an amazing journey and  
miracle each time a man is able to overcome his previous destructive  
behavior . The steps of the program work for those that truly want to change  
their life, and are dedicated and disciplined to stay the course. The  
program is not easy, and a commitment to becoming sober must exist. If the  
commitment exits, Breaking Free offers addicts and their families a safe,  
and loving environment where everyone is held accountable for their choices,  
and learns to live by a set of program rules, guidelines, hard work, and  
faith and prayer that have successfully broken the chain of addiction on men  
that most of society has long ago given up on.  
 
As parents of Keegan Mason who is now a staff member of Breaking Free Inc.  
we can give testimony that Breaking Free allowed us to  reunite as a  
family. We also believe that like us many other hurting addicts & families  
will find this program as the cure they have been desperately seeking . The  
transformation of Keegan from a hopeless self centered addict to a drug free ��
Christian focused man has helped heal our feelings of hurt and disgust of  
our son. Keegan's successful completion of the program, and subsequent  
decision to stay on and develop further as a person and leader has allowed  
us to again love him, respect him, and admire him for the love and peace he  
has found. Breaking Free will always have a special place in our heart, and  
we are blessed and honored that Scott, his family, and the entire Breaking  
Free Inc. leadership team has been brought into our lives �
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In Ecclesiastes 3:1;2b it reads, “There is a time for everything, and a season 

for every activity under heaven.” And, of course, as you know it’s springtime and a 
season of continuous hard work and activity for both our staff and residents. The 
men have been doing everything from digging holes to planting trees, potting plants 
to traveling to different locations to sell these plants. This has definitely been a sea-
son of hard work and long hours for everyone, but it’s all for one purpose….to see 
lives changed. Every staff member and every man in the program are working hard 
right now, either to give back and help the next man come out of addiction, or to 
work this program with the hope of a restored life and healed relationships. 
 This has also been a season of reaping so many blessings as we are so hum-
bled to see God’s favor everywhere we go, especially through the relationships being 
developed in the community and with every one of our supporters. Thank you so 
much for believing in this ministry and in our young men.
